If your 1st NCLEX writing is unsuccessful, apply right away to write NCLEX again 
and schedule another writing. Also, renew GN registration if needed.

Bonus 400: If your 2nd NCLEX writing is unsuccessful: 

1) CRNM will inform you of the results 

2) You must inform your GN employer that:

• your registration expires the next day at midnight, and 

• You can no longer work as a GN after the next day at midnight 
         (CRNM will follow up with your employer to ensure they are aware)

3) Apply and write the NCLEX again once you feel ready

RN 1000 Answer

Renew your certificate of practice annually online through Alinity

Renewal opens October 1 and closes December 1 each year.

Bonus: 200 If you miss renewal (Dec 1st), your registration expires 

December 31st and you can no longer work as an RN in MB. You must 

apply to CRNM for reinstatement if you wish to continue working as an 

RN in MB.
